Field of Use

care with Lithofin FZ Conditioning Cleaner is not
sufficient and for regular use on surfaces subject to
heavy wear and tear. Suitable for all polished and
unglazed porcelain tiles.

Directions for Use

Dilute Lithofin FZ Intensive Cleaner up to 1:10 with
cold or lukewarm water and distribute evenly on the
surface with a brush or scrubber. Allow the product to
work for 10 to 20 minutes, brushing occasionally and
not allowing the product to dry. Remove from the
surface with a cloth or with a wet and dry vac and
rinse the surface with clear water.

Please Note: do not use on polished marble and other
surfaces sensitive to alkali. Always try the product in
an inconspicuous area prior to use.

Storage
Keep closed, cool and dry.
